Redundant letters produced by the wordplay gave ‘SHADE THE COMMANDER
WHO GAVE THE ORIGINAL ORDER’ RAGLAN gave the order for the SIX
HUNDRED to charge INTO THE VALLEY OF DEATH on October 25th, 1854, during
the CRIMEAN WAR. Tennyson’s poem The Charge of the Light Brigade claims that it
was THEIRS NOT TO MAKE REPLY. The title is an ambiguous reference both to the
raglan garment and to the massive military defeat.
